There are two qualifications of official ITF Umpires, Class A and Class B: 

a. The criteria to qualify as an "A" Class Umpire is: 

i. Minimum age of 25 years
ii. Certified ITF 4th degree holder or above 

iii. To have an ITF "B" Class Umpire certificate 

iv. To participate in an ITF Class A Umpire Course (= IUC)
v. To apply for and receive the official "A" Class Umpire certificate 
(How to succeed to obtain the certificate in Belgium? Extra requirements:
    a/ To follow the National Umpire Courses (NUC) as required by the Belgian 

         Tournament and Umpire Committee (TUC);

    b/ To participate at least in the required minimum number of Championships as a 

         Referee, as required by this Committee;

    c/ To get a positive evaluation by this Committee.)

b. The criteria to qualify as a "B" Class Umpire is: 

i. Minimum age of 21 years

ii. 2nd degree holder or above.

iii. To participate in a national association umpire course and succeed in obtaining the 

    official "B" class Umpire Certificate:

 How to succeed to obtain the certificate in Belgium?
    a/ To follow the National Umpire Courses (NUC) as required by the Belgian Tournament and Umpire Committee (TUC);

    b/ To participate at least in the required minimum number of Championships as a Referee,

        as required by this Committee;

    c/ To get a positive evaluation by this Committee.

iv. To apply for and receive the official ITF "B" Class Umpire certificate 
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
